At the 28th Clermont-Ferrand International Film Festival and Market this late January, short films from 
Singapore will have an opportunity to be showcased on international commercial platforms. With the 
launch of Objectifs Films, Singapore short films - alongside their Southeast Asian counterparts from 
Malaysia and Thailand - will join other short film gems in the world’s largest and most distinguished 
short film market.  
 
Objectifs Films is the only international short film distributor dedicated to bringing the world of 
Southeast Asian short films to a global audience. The company represents a quality pool of short 
films and markets them to domestic and international avenues, including broadcasters, in-flight 
channels, the Internet and mobile platforms. Much of the distribution effort involves cultivating a new 
audience and raising the profile of regional talents, as Southeast Asian films are still relatively new in 
the international market. 
 
Local and regional filmmakers are responding eagerly to the initiative by Objectifs Films. As these 
artistic talents focus on honing their craft with one film after another, Objectifs Films presents these 
filmmakers, from the amateur to the seasoned alike, with a long-awaited opportunity to grow far 
beyond their boundaries. 
 
One of the first films coming on board this new set-up is Singapore Gaga directed by Student 
Academy Award winning film director Tan Pin Pin - "Finally, a distributor for Southeast Asian films. It’s 
a big boost for the film industry." The 55-minute documentary was officially selected for the Rotterdam 
International Film Festival 2006 and will see its public release from March this year.  
 
Objectifs Films is also committed to nurturing young and upcoming talent as part of its family of 
filmmakers. Jordan See, writer and producer of her first short film, The Bus, which will be showcased 
at the Clermont-Ferrand Market Screening come end January, is excited about this new partnership. 
"A distributor for Singapore short films has long been due and for Objectifs to pilot this journey, fueled 
with such vigour and vision already means a considerable stride ahead for Singapore filmmaking."  
 
For 23-year old film director Kenny Tan, whose short film 12:17 bagged the First Prize at the 
Panasonic-MDA Digital Film Fiesta 2005, having a film distributor allows him to focus on the artistic 
side of his craft. "The launch of Objectifs Films is definitely a breakthrough for the local film 
community. Objectifs Films will take up the task in not only promoting local short films to other 
regions, but essentially is creating a demand for Southeast Asian content." 
 
With the growing number of film entities and organizations in Singapore, Objectifs Films is the perfect 
complement to the film industry. Objectifs Films is a joint venture by Kinema Entertainment (the 
media investment company that owns Singapore’s leading post-production facility, Infinite 
Frameworks), Objectifs – Centre for Photography and Filmmaking and Shooting Gallery Asia.  
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Kinema Entertainment’s Director, Mike Wiluan, believes that Objectifs Films represents "a great 
opportunity to showcase [such] extraordinary Southeast Asian talent with immense potential for 
critical and commercial success” and “embodies a commitment to nurture this industry."  
 
Emmeline Yong, Director of Objectifs – Centre for Photography and Filmmaking, says that Objectifs 
Films will continue to work closely with the local film community to foster creative development. “The 
team behind Objectifs Films has always been actively involved in the film community, so this is a 
logical step for the three partnering companies to facilitate the growth of filmmakers in an international 
arena.” 
 
For Sebastian Tan, Director of Shooting Gallery, “This collaboration is a long time coming. Now we 
are in a stronger position to push our local and regional filmmaking talents onto the global scene. 
Budding filmmakers and professionals can look forward to achieving more visibility and recognition 
they so richly deserve.”
